Dundrum forest is situated in Dundrum Forest is centred around Dundrum village in Co. Tipperary.   There is a long history of 

forestry in this area and a large area is recorded as ?Old Woodland? in Will Garret?s study of old woodland on Coillte property.   It is 

recorded as a ?Mixed High Forest? forest on the 1830 Ordnance Survey. Records show that the  was planted with Oak between 

1769 and 1859.    Dundrum Forest was one of the first forest centres to be set up in Ireland at the beginning of the last century when 

the initiative was taken to set up a Forestry Department  with initial planting taking  place in the area in 1907. The Forester training 

School  was based in this area in the 1920?s where the accommodation provided for the then students were temporary timber 

construction called ?Bothys?.  The main block, Gortarush property and the other properties closer to the village were part of the old 

Lord Maude Estate whose base was in what is now Dundrum House Hotel.

 The main soil type in Dundrum are The main soil types are gley ? primarily in the old estate properties and Virgin raised peat and 

cutover raised peat in Cappamurra Bog and Ballymore properties.

The main towns and villages located in the catchment area of Dundrum forest are Dundrum Forest is centered around Dundrum 

village in Co. Tipperary.  .  The Multeen River flows through the Forest area and is part of the  Lower River Suir  SAC.

The management focus for the forest is concerned with The Forest contains 65 management units, 5 of these, which make up 232 

hectares, are being managed for biodiversity.  The high levels of biodiversity contribute substantially to the overall 15% requirement 

of the entire District.  Biodiversity sites range from Old ( Mixed) Woodland sites in the old estate area to areas of semi natural wet 

woodlands and areas of raised peat in Cappamurra bog.  The area of conifers in Marl Bog property will be managed under the 

principles of continuous cover forestry (CCF).  The ?Dundrum Sanctuary NHA 950  is in the Dundrum village area and encroaches 

on Marl Bog property.  The Multeen River flows through the Forest area and is part of the Lower River Suir SAC. 

The forest contains 8 and 1 experiment plots. Proposed SPs (if any) containing either seedstands or experiment plots will be marked 

SD or EX as approperiate in tables 2.6 and 2.7
