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Database review
There are four Recorded Monuments located within the proposed site boundary; these are detailed in Table 1. A large volume of Early Medieval Period recorded monuments (RMPs) exist to the east and west of the proposed site. To the east, the majority of the recorded sites consist of ringforts, whilst un-dated earthworks are also accounted for. Ringforts predominate to the west also, interspersed with religious sites such as graveyards, a church, Bullaun stone and a cross inscribed slab.
